celebration, for Jews it is the New Year feast of Rosh Hashanah. Ten days before
the Day of Atonement to God, people are expected to repair breaks in human life.
These are days for offering forgiveness and seeking to repair harmed relationships
with family, friends, or coworkers. Everyone is expected to seek out someone and
clear the air by asking for understanding for any mean words or thoughtless deeds
in the past year.
